sins, they shall be forgiven him.”

In light of the above and other Scriptures, the Well
Church has decided to offer a Service of Prayer and
Healing. This Service will be in addition to the Sunday
morning worship. It will be a liturgy of prayer, music,
exhortation, and Communion to experience the healing
power of God in our congregation and beyond.

There will be ministers
available for prayer and anointing if desired.

We plan to have this service monthly on a Sunday
evening beginning in May.
