Call to Worship — Psalm 96
Lighting the Advent Wreath

Light the four candles of the Advent wreath.

Reader One: Beloved, today we welcome the Christ Child, the fulfillment of our joy, as we pro-
claim with the prophet Isaiah, “For a child has been born for us, a son given to us; authority rests
upon his shoulders; and he is named Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father,
Prince of Peace” (Isaiah 9:6).

Congregation: Christ our joy has come near. Emmanuel, God with us, has
come to dwell with us as a tiny baby. “His authority shall grow continually,
and there shall be endless peace for the throne of David and his kingdom. He
will establish and uphold it with justice and with righteousness from this time
8n7v;'ard and forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this” (Isaiah

Reader Two: We light this candle as a sign of Christ coming to dwell with us, to live in the
neighborhood of vulnerable humanity as a vulnerable child. May the light of Christ warm our
hearts and light our way as we share the joy of God’s salvation wherever we go.

Light the center candle of the Advent wreath.
